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'WIII do ilmllllln!l to deieal BIP'
says AP leader Sisodia over
alliance with Congress in Haryana

NEW DELHI : AAP leader Manish Sisodia on Wednesday said
his party will do "anything" to defeat the BJP, even allying with

the Congress for the Haryana Assembly polls. The former
deputy chief minister of Delhi, who was campaigning in
Haryana, said alliance with the Congress will be finalised after
AAP national convener and Delhi Chief Minister Arvind
Kejriwal is released from prison.

Party leaders from both sides have already held two
rounds of talks over seat sharing in Haryana, where polls are
due on October 5. The AAP has demanded nine seats against
Congress's offer of seven seats, party insiders said.

Sisodia said the BJP has "betrayed" the people of Haryana
in its 10-year rule.

"We Will do anything to defeat the BJP. Kejriwal has to
come out and we will finalise it after he comes out," he said
when asked about AAP's alliance with the Congress in
Haryana. Kejriwal is currently in judicial custody in Tihar jail
in connection with the Delhi excise policy case. Hearing of his
bail application is scheduled for Thursday in the Supreme
Court. AAP leader and Rajya Sabha MP Sanjay Singh, howev-
er, told PTI Videos that "it is too early to say anything" when
asked about his party's alliance with the Congress.

"Its too early to say anything now. It's a media speculation
whether we will contest 9 or 10 seats. The final decision after
the talks, will be communicated to you," Singh said.

Shahi ldgah dispute Muslim side
moves SG against HC order
upholding maintainability of suits

NEW DELHI : The Muslim side has moved the Supreme Court
against the Allahabad High Court order rejecting their plea
challenging the maintainability of 18 cases related to the
Krishna Janmabhoomi-Shahi Idgah dispute in Mathura.

The plea challenging the August 1 order of the high
court has been filed in the apex court by the mosque manage-
ment committee through advocate RHA Sikander.

Sikander said that the plea is likely to be taken up for
hearing next week.

On August 1, the high court rejected the Muslim side's
plea challenging the maintainabhility of 18 cases related to the
temple-mosque dispute in Mathura, and ruled that the "reli-
gious character” of Shahi Idgah needs to be determined.

The high court had dismissed the contention that the
suits filed by Hindu litigants relating to the dispute over the
Krishna Janmabhoomi temple and the adjacent mosque vio-
lated the Places of Worship (Special Provisions) Act -- and
were thus not maintainable.

INDIA bloc will ensure restora-
tion of statehood to J-K: Rahul

JAMMU : Congress leader
Rahul Gandhi on Wednesday
kick-started his party's elec-
tion campaign in Jammu and
Kashmir, assuring people
that his party along with the
help of INDIA bloc partners
will ensure the restoration of
statehood to the Union terri-
tory.

The leader of the
Opposition in the Lok Sabha
expressed confidence that his
party's alliance government
is going to be formed next
month.

Congress is in alliance
with the National Conference
for the assembly polls in
Jammu and Kashmir that will
take place in three phases on
September 18, 25 and
October 1. This is the first
time that elections are being
held after the erstwhile state
was bifurcated into two
Union Territories and its spe-
cial status revoked in August
2019.

"We wished for restora-
tion of statehood to Jammu
and Kashmir before the hold-

ing of assembly elections but
the BJP was not willing and
wanted the polls to be held
first.

"We will ensure the return
of statehood to the region,
whether BJP wants it or not.
We will pressurise the gov-
ernment under the banner of
the INDIA alliance to ensure
restoration of statehood," the
Congress leader said.

Gandhi was addressing
an  election rally at
Sangaldan, a part of Banihal
Assembly constituency in
Ramban district which is
going to polls along with 23
other segments in the first
phase.

Former Pradesh Congress
Committee president Vikar
Rasool Wani is contesting
from the constituency and is
facing a major challenge
from National Conference
candidate Sajad Shaheen and
BJP's Saleem Bhat. Wani, a
former minister, is eying a
hat trick from the seat.

"This is for the first time
in the modern history of India

that any state was deprived
of its statehood. Earlier UTs
were transformed into states
but nothing like this had hap-
pened. The statehood of J&K
needs to be restored on prior-
ity because it was not only
statehood but also the rights
and the wealth of the people
that were snatched," he said.

He also compared the
functioning of the Lt
Governor with the kings of
the past and said the country
replaced them with a demo-
cratically elected government
in 1947.

"A king is sitting here in
J&K who is named LG who is
taking your wealth and giving

Excise policy scam SC to hear today
Kejriwal's pleas agamst arrest by CBI

NEW DELHI : The Supreme
Court is scheduled to hear on
Thursday  Delhi  Chief
Minister Arvind Kejriwal's
pleas seeking bail and chal-
lenging his arrest by the CBI
in the alleged excise policy
scam.

According to the cause
list, a bench of Justices Surya
Kant and Ujjal Bhuyan is like-
ly to hear the matter.

The top court had on
August 23 allowed the CBI to
file its counter affidavit in the
matter and gave two days to
Kejriwal to file a rejoinder.

Kejriwal has filed two
separate petitions challeng-
ing the denial of bail and
against his arrest by the CBI
in the case. He has chal-
lenged the August 5 order of
the Delhi High Court uphold-
ing his arrest.

The AAP chief was
arrested by the CBI on June
26.

On August 14, the top
court refused to grant interim
bail to Kejriwal in the case
and sought a response from
the probe agency on his plea
challenging his arrest.

The Delhi High Court
had on August 5 upheld the

Jaipur The Rajasthan
Government led by Chief
Minister Bhajanlal Sharma
held a cabinet meeting at the
Secretariat on Wednesday
and made several important
decisions, including 33 per
cent reservation for women
in the police department.
Deputy CM Premchand
Bairwa and Minister
Jogaram Patel addressed the
media after the meeting.
Speaking on the decision to
approve 33 per cent reserva-
tion to women in the police
department, Minister Patel
said, "The Rajasthan Police
Subordinate Service Rules,
1989, have been amended
for this purpose. Further,
emphasising the use of solar
energy, the minister said that
the land has been allocated
for the development of solar
energy, ensuring that farm-
ers receive the electricity
they need. A decision has
also been made to provide
additional reservations for
athletes who perform well in
the Paralympics and other
sports. "In the case of the
death of a government employ-
ee with disabilities, close rela-
tives of the deceased will also
be entitled to pension bene-
fits," Minister Patel added. On
August 29, the Rajasthan
Government took major deci-
sions in the interest of employ-
ees in the cabinet meeting,
including an increase in state
employees' gratuity and death
gratuity from Rs 20 lakh to Rs
25 lakh.

arrest of the chief minister as
legal, and said there was no
malice in the acts done by the
CBI which was able to
demonstrate how the AAP
supremo could influence wit-
nesses who could muster the
courage to depose only after
his arrest.The high court had
asked him to move the trial
court for regular bail in the
CBI case. It had noted that
the loop of evidence against
the chief minister closed after
the collection of relevant evi-
dence following his arrest by
the CBI and it cannot be said

that it was without any justi-
fiable reason or illegal.

It said Kejriwal is not
an ordinary citizen but a dis-
tinguished recipient of the
Magsaysay Award and the
convenor of the Aam Aadmi
Party.

The high court had dis-
missed Kejriwal's plea chal-
lenging his arrest, saying it
was only after sufficient evi-
dence was collected and
sanction was obtained in
April 2024 that the agency
proceeded with further probe
against him.

It was noted that the
links to the crime extended
even to Punjab but material
witnesses were not coming
forward due to the influence
exercised hy Kejriwal by
virtue of his position. It was
only after he got arrested that
the witnesses came forward
to record their statements,
the high court had said.

The chief minister, who
was arrested by the ED on
March 21, was granted bail
by the trial court in the
money laundering case on
June 20. However, the trial
court's order was stayed by
the high court.

On July 12, the top
court granted him interim
bail in the money laundering
case.

The excise policy was
scrapped in 2022 after the
Delhi lieutenant governor
ordered a CBI probe into
alleged irregularities and
corruption involving its for-
mulation and execution.

According to the CBI
and the ED, irregularities
were committed while modi-
fying the excise policy and
undue favours extended to
licence holders.

IC 814 crew chief questions Hindu hijacker names
in Netflix series amid controversy

BERN : Amidst the controversy over the names of hijackers in the Netflix series IC 814: The
Kandahar Hijack, Anil Sharma, the head of the IC 814 cabin crew, questioned why two of the
hijackers were given names associated with Hindu gods, while the other three had neutral
names. He suggested that there might have been some mischief involved. In an interview with
ANI, Sharma said, "They had these names from the beginning, and it should be noted that the
names were not given by the filmmakers. Why they used two names associated with Hindu gods

cannot be speculated on, as the issue is 24 years old. Perhaps
there was some mischief in their minds because the other three
had very neutral names." Sharma also expressed discomfort
over the changes to his name, as well as the names of the pilots,
flight engineers, and two hostesses. He noted the exclusion of
five cabin crew members from the Netflix series, stating, "I don't
think I feel very comfortable with this arrangement." "They
have even changed the names of the pilots, flight engineers, and
my own name. The names of two hostesses have been altered,
and five cabin crew members haven't been shown at all.
