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Rescued 250 Indians, 75 of which in
last three months: MEA on Indians
lured by fake job scheme in Cambodia
NEW DELHI : The Indian
Embassy in Cambodia has
been promptly responding to
complaints from Indian
nationals who were "lured"
with employment opportuni-
ties in Cambodia but were
forced to undertake illegal
cyber work, the Ministry of
External Affairs (MEA) has
said on Saturday. The MEA
said that it has rescued and
repatriated about 250
Indians, 75 of which were in
the past three months.

In a statement, MEA offi-
cial spokesperson Randhir
Jaiswal stated, "Our Embassy
in Cambodia has been
promptly responding to com-
plaints from Indian nationals
who were lured with employ-
ment opportunities to that
country but were forced to
undertake illegal cyber work.

"Collaborating closely
with Cambodian authorities,

it has rescued and repatriat-
ed about 250 Indians, of
which 75 in just the last three
months," he added.

According to the state-
ment, several advisories have
been issued by MEA and the
Embassy of India in

Cambodia to Indians about
such scams. Jaiswal stated
that MEA remains committed
to helping all those Indian
nationals who seek ministry
support and added they are
working with agencies in
India to crackdown on those
responsible for these fraudu-
lent schemes.

In a statement, Jaiswal
stated, "Several advisories
have also been issued by
the Ministry and the
Embassy of India in
Cambodia to our nationals
about such scams. We
remain committed to help-
ing all those Indian nation-
als in Cambodia who seek
our support." "We are also
working with Cambodian
authorities and with agen-
cies in India to crack down
on those responsible for
these fraudulent schemes,"
he added.

Taranjit Singh Sandhu will
contest from Amritsar, Sushil
Kumar Rinku from
Jalandhar, Ludhiana--
Ravneet Singh Bittu and
Faridkot--- Hans Raj Hans.

In Odisha, Rabindra
Narayan Behera has been
fielded from Jajpur seat,
Sukanta Kumar Panigrahi

from Kandhamal and
Bhartruhari Mahtab from
Cuttack.

In West Bengal, the BJP
has announced the candida-
ture of former IPS officer
Debashish Dhar from
Birbhum and Pranat Tudu
from Jhargram.

Earlier today, the BJP
announced the Election
Manifesto Committee for the

Lok Sabha elections 2024.
BJP president JP Nadda

announced the 27-member
committee which will be
headed by defence minister
and former BJP chief Rajnath
Singh.

Finance Minister Nirmala
Sitharaman and Union
Minister Piyush Goyal will be
convenor and co-convenors,
respectively.Arjun Munda,

Bhupender Yadav, Arjun Ram
Meghwal, Kiren Rijiju,
Ashwini Vaishnaw,
Dharmendra Pradhan, and
Bhupender Patel are includ-
ed as members in the com-
mittee.

Assam CM Himanta Biswa
Sarma, Chhattisgarh CM
Vishnu Deo Sai and Madhya
Pradesh CM Mohan Yadav
are also included in the list.

Meanwhile, Lok Sabha
polls will be held in seven
phases beginning April 19.

Nearly 96.8 crore people
are eligible to cast their votes
in the upcoming polls at over
12 lakh polling stations.

The election for 543 Lok
Sabha seats will be held in
seven phases starting April
19.The counting of votes will
take place on June 4.

In the 2014 Lok Sabha
election, the Bharatiya Janta
Party (BJP) won 282 seats,
while the Indian National
Congress (INC) managed to
get only 44 seats.

In the 2019 Lok Sabha
election, the Bharatiya Janta
Party (BJP) won 303 seats,
while the Indian National
Congress (INC) managed to
get only 52 seats.

Mukhtar Ansari laid to rest in
Ghazipur, amid tight security

GHAZIPUR: The last rites of
gangster-turned-politician
Mukhtar Ansari were con-
cluded peacefully on
Saturday according to his
brother Afzal Ansari.

Ansari was laid to rest at
Mohammadabad, in the
Ghazipur district of Uttar
Pradesh, amid tight security.

"Everything concluded
peacefully," Ansari told
reporters after participating
in the last rites.

"A crowd had gathered in
large numbers (to pay their
last respects). There were
some problems due to over-
crowding," he said. Following
a postmortem, the body of
Ansari was brought to his
Ghazipur residence on Friday
night amid heavy police
deployment. Ansari died in a
hospital at Banda, Uttar
Pradesh, on Thursday. His
family, however, claimed that
he was "given poison in the
food."According to the official
release from the hospital,
Ansari was brought to the
hospital around 8:25 pm on

Thursday. A team of nine
doctors attended to him
before he died, the release
added.

Sibgatullah Ansari,
Mukhtar Ansari's elder
brother, claimed on Friday
that the administration did
not inform him and that he
learned about his brother's
death through the media.

Meanwhile, a three-mem-
ber team will conduct a mag-
isterial investigation into the
death of Ansari.The Chief
Judicial Magistrate Banda
issued orders concerning the
judicial probe. Officials said a
panel of two doctors will do
the post-mortem, which will
be videographed.

In April 2023, Mukhtar
Ansari was convicted and
sentenced to 10 years impris-
onment for the murder of
BJP MLA Krishnanand Rai by
an MP-MLA court. He was
sentenced to life in prison on
March 13, 2024, in a case
related to the use of forged
documents for obtaining an
arms licence in 1990. 

Congress holds meeting for "Maharally" on
March 31 against arrest of Kejriwal, Soren
NEW DELHI : All India
Congress Committee General
Secretary (Org) KC
Venugopal on Wednesday
addressed a preparatory
meeting of Delhi and
Haryana leaders for the
"Maharally" at Ramlila
Maidan, New Delhi scheduled
on March 31.

The meeting was attended
by AICC General Secy
Incharge of Haryana and
Delhi Deepak Babaria, PCC
presidents of Delhi and
Haryana and other PCC office
bearers.

The rally is being organ-
ised to protest against the
arrest of Delhi CM Arvind
Kejriwal and former CM of
Jharkhand Hemant Soren by
the Enforcement Directorate
and the freezing of the
Congress' bank accounts.

All the leaders resolved to
make the rally a grand suc-
cess.

In his post on X,
Venugopal said that the sup-
pression of democracy is
unacceptable and INDIA bloc
will fight against it.

"In preparation of the
INDIA Mega Rally at the Ram
Leela Maidan, Delhi on 31st
March, held a meeting with
leaders from Delhi and
Haryana at the AICC HQ
today. The environment of
authoritarianism and the bla-
tant suppression of democra-
cy is unacceptable. The peo-
ple are disgusted with this.
INDIA will never let it hap-
pen. We will fight back," he
said.

Earlier today, Union
Minister Anurag Thakur said
"The law of India is equal for
everyone. Everyone from
their party (AAP), councillor
to MP to MLA to Minister to
Deputy Chief Minister are in
jail and now the staunch cor-
rupt Arvind Kejriwal is also
in jail."

Meanwhile, the Delhi High
Court will hear a public inter-
est litigation (PIL) praying for
the removal of Delhi Chief
Minister Arvind Kejriwal
from holding the post of chief
minister of the government of
NCT of Delhi on Thursday.

The bench of Justice
Manmohan and Justice
Manmeet Pritam Singh Arora
is scheduled to hear the mat-

ter on Thursday.
The plea filed by one

Surjit Singh Yadav through
lawyer Shashi Ranjan Kumar
Singh stated that the continu-
ance of Arvind Kejriwal as
the chief minister of the
Government of NCT of Delhi
after his arrest by the
Enforcement Directorate in
the money laundering case
related to the alleged liquor
policy scam has degraded the
credibility and image of the
Government of NCT of Delhi
in the eyes of the general
public. The continuation of
Kejriwal as the Chief Minister
of Government of the NCT of
Delhi will not only lead to the
obstruction of due process of
law and disrupt the course of

justice but will also lead to
the breakdown or the consti-
tutional machinery in the
state, the plea stated.

The ED arrested Kejriwal
on March 21 in connection
with the Delhi Excise Policy
case linked to a money laun-
dering case and remanded
the next day to the ED till
March 28.The case pertains
to alleged irregularities and
money laundering in framing
and implementing the Delhi
excise policy case 2022,
which was later scrapped.

The party has also
accused the Shiv Sena
(Eknath Shinde) of publishing
the names of various people
in their capacity of holding
high public office, such as the
Prime Minister, Central
Ministers, Chief Minister, and
Deputy Chief Minister.

"Further, Shiv Sena
(Eknath Shinde) has pub-
lished the names of various
people in their capacity of

holding high public office
such as the Hon'ble Prime
Minister, Central Ministers,
Chief Minister, Deputy Chief
Minister etc. This is not only a
violation of Representation of
People's Act, but also the
Model Code of Conduct as the
representatives of the party
in power in Centre or State
are categorically barred from
using their official positions
for the purpose of election
Campaign," NCP-SP said in
the post.
