"Government taking action to step up securi-
ty": India after breach on Bangladesh Assistant
High Commission premises in Agartala
NEW DELHI : India on
Monday decided to step up
security arrangements for
the Bangladesh High
Commission in New Delhi
and its other diplomatic
premises in the country fol-
lowing an incident earlier in
the day involving the breach
of Bangladesh Assistant
High Commission premises
in Agartala.

In a statement, the
Ministry of External Affairs
(MEA) said, "The breach of
premises at the Bangladesh
Assistant High Commission
in Agartala is deeply regret-
table. Diplomatic and con-
sular properties should not
be targeted under any cir-
cumstances."

The MEA added,

"Government is taking
action to step up security
arrangements for the
Bangladesh High
Commission in New Delhi
and their Deputy/Assistant
High Commissions in the
country."

Last week, during the
weekly media briefing, MEA
spokesperson Randhir
Jaiswal urged Bangladesh's
interim government to take
steps to protect minorities.

Expressing concern over
the rise of "extremist rheto-
ric, increasing incidents of
violence and provocation,"
the MEA said on Friday that
India has consistently and
strongly raised the issue of
targeted attacks on Hindus
and other minorities with

the Bangladesh govern-
ment.

On the situation of
minorities in Bangladesh,
Jaiswal had said, "India has

consistently and strongly
raised with the Bangladesh
government the threats and
targeted attacks on Hindus
and other minorities. We

made our position very
clear as far as the situation
of Hindus and minorities in
Bangladesh is concerned.
The interim government
must live up to its responsi-
bility of protecting all
minorities." "We are con-
cerned about the surge of
extremist rhetoric, and
increasing incidents of vio-
lence and provocation.
These developments cannot
be dismissed only as media
exaggerations. We once
again call upon Bangladesh
to take all steps for the pro-
tection of minorities and
safeguarding their inter-
ests," he had added.
Notably, Bangladesh has
witnessed a surge in violent
attacks against Hindus and

other minority groups,
prompting calls for greater
protection and support.

The situation in
Bangladesh has been
marked by increasing vio-
lence against minority com-
munities, with temples,
being destroyed after the
arrest of a former priest
Chinmoy Krishna Das over
sedition charges and for
allegedly hoisting a saffron
flag above Bangladesh's
national flag in Chittagong
on October 25.

Tensions escalated fur-
ther after a lawyer was
killed during clashes
between police and alleged
followers of Das in the
Chattogram Court Building
area on November 27.

BJP appoints Vijay Rupani,
Nirmala Sitharaman as central
observers for Maharashtra
NEW DELHI : The Bharatiya
Janata Party (BJP) has
appointed former Gujarat
Chief Minister Vijay Rupani
and Union Minister Nirmala
Sitharaman as the party's
Central Observers for
Maharashtra.

Despite the Mahayuti
alliance's resounding victory
in the Maharashtra Assembly
elections, more than a week
has passed, and the alliance
has yet to announce its next
Chief Minister.

On Sunday, Caretaker
Chief Minister and Shiv Sena
leader Eknath Shinde stated
that the decision rested with
the BJP, and assured his full
support to the chosen candi-
date. Meanwhile, Shiv Sena
MP from Kalyan, Shrikant
Shinde, on Monday refuted
the "rumours" of him becom-
ing the Deputy Chief Minister
of Maharashtra and empha-
sised that he is not seeking
any ministerial position in the
state. "After elections results,
formation of government is
delayed a little and that is
why so many rumours are
floating around and one is
that I am going to be the
deputy chief minister in the
new government. I want to

tell everyone that this is com-
pletely baseless and false,
there is no fact in this. I had
already a chance to become a
minister in the Union Cabinet
after Lok Sabha elections, but
I chose to work for my party
organisation and it is still like
that, I have no desire for a
position in power," Shrikant
Shinde posted on X (formerly
Twitter). The results of the
Maharashtra Legislative
Assembly were declared on
Saturday, November 23. In
these elections, the Mahayuti
secured 230 of the 288 seats
in the state assembly.
However, the alliance has yet
to finalise its Chief Ministerial
candidate.

The BJP won 132 seats,
while its allies -- the Shiv
Sena, led by Chief Minister
Eknath Shinde, secured 57
seats, and the NCP, led by
Deputy Chief Minister Ajit
Pawar, won 41 seats.

In contrast, the Maha
Vikas Aghadi (MVA) suffered
a major setback. The Shiv
Sena (UBT), led by Uddhav
Thackeray, won only 20
seats, Congress secured 16,
and the NCP(SP), led by
Sharad Pawar, managed just
10 seats. 

"No doubt Muslims
feeling unsafe":
Farooq Abdullah

SRINAGAR : Jammu and
Kashmir National Conference
(JKNC) President Farooq
Abdullah claimed that
Muslims are feeling unsafe
and stated that there is no
discrimination based on reli-
gion, as guaranteed by the
Constitution.

The former Chief Minister
of Jammu and Kashmir also
said that the government
should treat Muslims without
any discrimination.

"...There is no doubt that
Muslims are feeling unsafe. I
will ask the govt of India to
stop that. 24 crore Muslims
cannot be thrown into the
ocean. They (the govt) should
treat Muslims equally, there
is no discrimination based on
religion in our constitution,"
Abdullah told reporters,
responding to recent claims
on shrines and Mosques in
the country.

The NC Chief further said,
"They (BJP-led Centre)
should remember that. If
they destroy the Constitution,
where will India remain?"

Meanwhile, Congress MP
Imran Masood on Monday
said that the Supreme Court
should take cognizance of the
matter related to lower
courts allowing surveys at
religious places. He said that
the apex court must put an

end to such claims or else it
would lead to anarchy in the
country.

It was unfortunate that
lower courts were passing
such orders, the Congress
MP said, adding that such
decisions by the lower courts
would lead to mayhem.

"Supreme Court should
take cognizance of this mat-
ter. The Places of Worship
Act of 1991 is clear. There
should be no anarchy in the
country. The kind of deci-
sions the lower courts are
taking will lead to mayhem.
These things will happen
daily now. Somebody will
claim something under the
temple, mosque or church.
This will create a situation of
anarchy in the country. It is
unfortunate that lower
courts are passing such
orders. This is a serious
issue. The Supreme Court
must stop this," Imran
Masood, Congress MP, told
ANI.Additionally, two
Congress leaders Alok
Sharma and Priya Mishra
approached the Supreme
Court seeking to restrain
courts across the country
from entertaining pleas filed
for carrying out surveys at
religious places. The petition
filed by the Congress leaders
also wanted directions.

"We cannot be with a party that
has ruined Delhi for ten year":
Congress leader Sandeep Dikshit
lashes out on Arvind Kejriwal
NEW DELHI : Congress leader Sandeep Dikshit lashed out on
Arvind Kejriwal's statement on no alliance for the Delhi
assembly elections and said on Monday that Delhi's Congress
would not be with a party that ruined Delhi for 10 years.

Speaking to ANI, Dikshit said " Delhi Congress had no plan
of alliance, especially with AAP. When we made it clear that
there wouldn't be any alliance, maybe AAP has also accepted
it...now, Delhi is known for the wrong reasons... We have a
responsibility that we cannot be with a party that has ruined
Delhi for ten years. Delhi is known for wrong reasons because
of AAP. How can we --a party that has always stood for the
peole ally with a party which has been responsible for the
damage done to Delhi. Congress has always stood for the peo-
ple's interest."

Earlier today, Congress leader Udit Raj questioned why
Arvind Kejriwal was saying that there would be no alliance
after Congress's Delhi unit President Devender Yadav had
already announced no alliance for the upcoming Delhi assem-
bly elections. Speaking to ANI, Raj said "When Congress' Delhi
Unit President Devender Yadav has already said that there
would be no alliance, then where does the question arise
from? It means that they are afraid and want to create such an
environment that Congress compromises. Otherwise when this
has been clarified, then it should not happen again." This
comes in after Aam Aadmi Party (AAP) National Convenor
Arvind Kejriwal on Sunday repeated that there would be no
political tie-up in the national capital ahead of the upcoming
Delhi assembly elections. "There will be no alliance in Delhi
(for assembly elections)," Kejriwal said while addressing a
press conference. Meanwhile, well known UPSC coach Awadh
Ojha has joined AAP in presence of the party's national con-
venor Arvind Kejriwal and leader Manish Sisodia on Monday.

NEW DELHI : Prime Minister Narendra Modi arrived at the
Balyogi Auditorium in the Parliament House today afternoon
to attend the screening of the Sabarmati Report movie.

Visuals from the Parliament showed PM Modi walking with
Information and Broadcasting Minister Ashwini Vaishnaw and
Parliamentary Affairs Minister to the auditorium.

Multiple other ministers, including Union Home Minister
Amit Shah, Defence Minister Rajnath Singh also arrived at the
auditorium earlier today for the screening. 'The Sabarmati
Report' starring Vikrant Massey, is based on the tragic burn-
ing of the S-6 coach of the Sabarmati Express near Godhra sta-
tion in Gujarat on February 27, 2002. The film brings attention
to the 2002 Godhra incident, has been declared tax-free in
several states, including Uttar Pradesh, Chhattisgarh, Madhya
Pradesh, Uttarakhand, Odisha, Haryana, Gujarat and
Rajasthan.
