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Supreme Court overturns NCLAT order,

Jet Airways to go into liquidation

NEW DELHI [INDIA] : The
Supreme Court on Thursday
set aside the National
Company Law Appellate
Tribunal (NCLAT) order
which has allowed cash-
strapped Jet Airways owner-
ship transfer to Jalan-
Kalrock Consortium (JKC).

The apex court order
came after the resolution
plan approved by the
National Company Law
Appellate Tribunal (NCLAT)
was not implemented for
over five years.

Since the successful hid-
der for the airline, the JKC,
had failed to comply with the
conditions of the resolution
plan, the apex court ordered
for the liquidation of the air-
line. Using its special powers
under Article 142 of the

Shortly after the Supreme
Court of India of India
overruled its 1967 verdict
on the minority status of
Aligarh Muslim University,
AIMIM chief and Lok
Sabha MP Assaduddin
Owaisi hailed the decision
on Friday, saying that the
right of minorities to edu-
cate themselves has been
upheld. "It is an important
day for Muslims of India.
The 1967 judgement had
rejected minority status of
#AMU when in fact it was.
Article 30 states that
minorities have the right to
establish and administer
their educational institu-
tions in a manner that they
deem fit," Owaisi said in a
post on X. He congratulat-
ed the students and faculty
of AMU, and said that the
arguments made by the
Bharatiya Janata Party-led
union government were
rejected in the court. "The
right of minorities to edu-
cate themselves has been
upheld. I congratulate all
students and faculty of
AMU today. It does not
matter if the University
was established before the
Constitution, or if it was set
up by a law of the govt. It is
a minority institution if it
was established by minori-
ties. All the arguments of
the BJP were rejected," the
post added. The SC over-
ruled by 4:3 majority the S
Azeez Basha versus Union
of India case which in 1967
held that since the Aligarh
Muslim Univeristy was a
Central university, it can-
not be considered a minor-
ity institution. The majority
verdict said the issue of
AMU minority status is to
be decided by a regular
three-judge bench. The
bench said that in order to
determine whether an
institution is a minority
institution, what needs to
be looked at is who estab-
lished the institution.
Owaisi further implored
that after this judgement,
the BJP should go for
“course correction" He
added, "The BJP has
opposed minority status
for AMU for all these years.
What is it going to do now?
It has made every effort to
attack AMU and Jamia,
and our right to even run
madrasas.”" He said that
the PM Modi led central
government should "stop
discriminating”  against
AMU, mentioning that as
Jamia gets Rs 3 lakh per
student, AMU gets 3.9
lakh, the Banaras Hindu
University gets Rs 6.16
lakh per student. He said
in the post, "The Modi govt
should take this judgement
in its stride. It should sup-
port AMU as it is also a
central university. Jamia
gets Rs3L per student,
AMU gets Rs3.9L per stu-
dent, but BHU gets
Rs6.15L. Jamia and AMU
have consistently per-
formed well in national
rankings. With the right
support the Universities
could be globally
renowned. But for that,
Modi must stop discrimi-

Constitution, the Supreme
Court decided to liquidate the
airline after noting that the
JKC had not fulfilled key obli-
gations outlined in the reso-
lution plan.

The apex court also set

According to sources
Kumar noted that no aspect
of private life, not connected
with the public activities, of
the leaders or workers of
other parties is to be criti-
cised. Low-level personal
attacks to insult the rivals
shall not be made, he said.

The  Chief  Election
Commissioner has directed
all officials to ensure that any
derogatory comments, or
remarks by candidates or
political leaders repugnant to
the honour and dignity of
women, and violative of MCC
provisions are met with time-
ly and stern action. He hoped
that all candidates and party
leaders would elevate their
rhetoric and conduct them-
selves in a manner that
reflects respect towards
women, both in their speech-
es and public interactions.

It also ordered that the
amount of Rs 200 crores paid
by the successful resolution
applicant (SRA) stand forfeit-
ed. The NCLAT order was
challenged by SBI-led lenders
of the cash-strapped Airlines
at the Supreme Court. The
lenders argued that JKC's
resolution plan was "unwork-
able" and urged the court to
use its inherent powers
under Article 142 to liquidate
the airline.

In its order, the apex court
observed that since the reso-
lution plan is not possible to
be implemented, we have to
ensure that liquidation
remains an option for the
corporate creditors. The
court said the fundamental
concern is not only to do sub-

stantial justice but also to
bring speedy disposal of dis-
pute

The main issue before the
Court was the challenge to
the decision of the NCLAT
which allowed the comple-
tion of the transfer of owner-
ship of the airlines to the SRA
without paying the complete
350 crores as per the
approved Resolution Plan.

As per the resolution plan,
the SRA was to pay a sum of
Rs 4783 crores and infuse
350 crores in the first tranche
of the payment as agreed.

The SRA on the other
hand objected to the lenders'
arguments for seeking to lig-
uidate the Airlines. It also
raised concern about the
potential liquidation of Jet
Airways.

While JKC claimed owner-
ship of the airline and stated
it was doing everything possi-
ble to restart its operations,
the lenders accused the con-
sortium of intentionally
stalling efforts and pushing
the airline closer to liquida-
tion.

Jet Airways, founded by
Naresh Goyal, went bankrupt
in April 2019 and suspended
its flight operations due to
financial troubles.

JKC's resolution plan
promised an infusion of
funds, clearance of creditors'
dues, and the revival of flight
operations. However, the exe-
cution of the plan encoun-
tered significant delays, lead-
ing to a prolonged legal battle
with the lenders that spanned
over five years.

PM Modi attacks Congress in Nashik rally,

NASHIK (MAHARASHTRA) :
Prime Minister Narendra
Modi attacked Congress in
his election rally here, saying
Congress wants to create rift
among OBCs and asked if the
opposition party, which is
constituent of the MVA, will
praise late Shiv Sena leader
Balasaheb Thackeray "whose
contribution to the politics of
the country and Maharashtra
is incomparable."

He said the people of
Maharashtra are seeing the
manifesto of 'Mahayuti' and
the 'ghotala patra' of the
Maha Vikas Aghadi (MVA).
The MVA includes Congress,
Shiv Sena (UBT) and NCP
(SP).

"Balasaheb Thackeray's
contribution to the politics of
the country and Maharashtra
is incomparable. But not a
single word comes out from
the mouth of Congress lead-
ers in praise of Balasaheb
Thackeray. 1 challenge my
friends in the MVA, they
should get the Congress lead-
ers to praise Balasaheb
Thackeray and his ideolo-
gy...Today is 8th November, I
will count the number of days
and wait for a reply from
MVA people," PM Modi said.

He also targeted Congress
over its view of VD Savarkar
and said party leader Rahul
Gandhi has apparently been
told by his allies here not to
air his views about the free-
dom fighter.

He also referred to BJP-
led government approving
classical Language status to
Marathi along with Pali,
Prakrit, Assamese and

Bengali languages.

"We gave Marathi the
recognition, which this great
language deserves. We talked

about the ideals of
Chhatrapati Shivaji Maharaj.
BJP proudly says that Veer
Savarkar is our source of
inspiration. Veer Savarkar is
the pride of Maharashtra and
the nation. But on the other
hand, Congress and the peo-
ple of MVA never let Marathi
language get the status of
elite language. Congress peo-

(BJP) MLAs raised slogans
and clashed with fellow
members, including
Engineer Rashid's brother
and Awami Ittehad Party
MLA Sheikh Khursheed over
a banner he was carrying.

BJP MLAs were seen
entering the well of the
House along with Khurshid
Ahmad Sheikh were been
marshalled out of the House
on the orders of Assembly
Speaker Abdul Rahim
Rather.

During the session, sever-
al slogans were raised
against PDP by BJP MLAs
and MLA Khurshid Ahmad
Sheikh. BJP MLAs also
raised slogans of 'Bharat
Mata Ki Jai' in the House.

Reacting to the ruckus, J-
K LoP Sunil Sharma termed
it as the "darkest day in the
democracy." He accused
Assembly Speaker of behav-
ing as the "Speaker of
National Conference,"
instead of the House.

Sharma alleged that the
Speaker wanted to "sup-
press" the voice of the oppo-
sition. "This is the darkest
day in J&K's democracy. For
the last three days, the

be the custodian of the
House, has been implement-
ing marshal law, behaving as
the speaker of the National
Conference. They want to
suppress the voice of the
opposition,” Sharma said.

As uproar erupted over
the restoration of Article
370, opposing the resolution,
LoP Sharma said that this
assembly is not higger than
the Parliament and the
Supreme Court and there
cannot be debate on this
topic.

After BJP MLAs were
marshalled out of the House,
Sharma said that they (the
opposition) would run a par-
allel assembly against the
speaker outside the House.

He said, "We believe that
all these actions are unlaw-
ful, undemocratic and
unconstitutional. The resolu-
tion (to restore Article 370)
was drafted by the speaker
himself. We want them to
take it back. Article 370 is a
history - it can't be debated
now. This assembly is not
bigger than the Parliament

wanted to have a debate -
about the way our MLAs
were manhandled by the
marshals at the direction of
the Speaker, they did this
today as well. We will now
sit here on protest to run a
parallel assembly which is
against the Speaker."

Earlier on November 6, a
ruckus erupted in the
Jammu and Kashmir assem-
bly over a resolution on the
restoration of Article 370.
Deputy Chief Minister
Surinder Kumar Choudhary
had demanded the resolu-
tion, but Leader of the
Opposition Sunil Sharma
ohjected to it.

The first session of the
newly elected assembly in
Jammu Kashmir kick-started
on November 4 with the
introduction of a resolution
opposing the revocation of
Article 370 and restoring the
special status of Jammu and
Kashmir.

Amid the ruckus, the res-
olution was passed on
Wednesday by a voice vote,
with all parties barring the

An uproar erupted on
that when PDP (People's
Democratic Party) leader
Waheed Para, representing
the Pulwama constituency
introduced a resolution
against the revocation of
Article 370 and to restore
the special status of Jammu
and Kashmir.

However, Chief Minister
of Jammu and Kashmir,
Omar Abdullah stated that
the resolution was intro-
duced merely "for the cam-
eras" and holds no real sig-
nificance. He added that if
there had been a genuine
intention bhehind the resolu-
tion, it should have been dis-
cussed with the National
Conference.

Notably, the restoration of
Article 370 and Jammu and
Kashmir's statehood as well
as the implementation of the
autonomy resolution was
one of the main promises
made by the National
Conference in its manifesto
for the Jammu-Kashmir
elections.

In the last Jammu and
Kashmir Assembly election,
the Congress-National
Conference alliance won 49
seats out of 90. The BJP won
29 seats in the election. The
Assembly election was held
after a gap of 10 years and
since the abrogation of
Article 370 in August 2019.
NC leader Omar Abdullah
was sworn in as the Chief
Minister of Jammu and
