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TELANGANA GOVT'S CASTE SURVEY
BEGINS, TO COVER 1.17 CRORE HOUSEHOLDS
T

he Telangana gov-
ernment is all set to
begin its long-await-

ed caste survey on
Saturday, with the ruling
Congress terming it as a
"historic and revolutionary
moment".

Senior Congress leader
Jairam Ramesh made the
announcement in a post on
X and said the survey will
cover 1.17 crore house-
holds in 33 districts.

"The Congress
Government in Telangana
will begin its caste-based
survey today. 80,000 ennu-
merators will be going door
to door over the next few

weeks, covering over 1.17
crore households across 33
districts," Ramesh said.

The Congress leader
noted that this is the first

time a caste-based survey is
being conducted by the gov-
ernment in Telangana since
1931.

"It is a historic, revolu-

tionary moment - one that is
a realization of the
Telangana Movement's
aspirations for the state and
a fulfilment of one of the key
ideals of Dr Babasaheb
Ambedkar's Constitution,"
he said.

Recalling senior party
leader Rahul Gandhi's
remarks in Hyderabad last
week, Ramesh said the sur-
vey in Telangana would be a
blueprint for the national
caste census that the INDIA
alliance would conduct once
it came to power.

"This census, and the
lifting of the Supreme
Court's arbitrary ceiling of

50 per cent on reservations
for Scheduled Castes,
Scheduled Tribes, and Other
Backward Classes are cen-
tral to Congress's vision for
the country," he added.

Earlier, the state-level
consultations on the caste
survey was conducted at the
Gandhian Ideology Centre in
Bowenpally. Rahul Gandhi
attended the meeting along
with party's state leaders
and ministers.

The Telangana govern-
ment had earlier announced
that the caste survey would
be conducted in the state
from November 6 to
November 30.

Prime Minister Narendra
Modi stepped up his attack
on the opposition Congress
on the second day of his cam-
paign in poll-bound
Maharashtra as he accused
the grand old party of creat-
ing divide among various
castes.

In a scathing remark,
Modi said the Congress gets
strengthened when the coun-
try weakens.

"Congress is well aware.
Jab Congress mazboot hogi,
desh majboor ho jaega.
Congress creates a divide
between various castes. It
never let our castes unite,"
he alleged, addressing a rally
in Akola.

The prime minister fur-
ther charged that the opposi-
tion party will take advan-
tage of the situation if vari-
ous castes do not stay united.
"This is their conspiracy and
character. You have to stay
aware. Remember, 'Ek hai
toh safe hai," he said.

Modi also targeted the
Gandhi family, saying wher-
ever the Congress forms gov-
ernment, those state become
an ATM for the "royal fami-
ly". "These days, Himachal
Pradesh, Karnataka, and
Telangana have become
their ATMs. In the name of
elections in Maharashtra,
they have looted Rs 700
crores from liquor sellers in

Karnataka," he alleged.
Noting that Maharashtra

has consistently supported
the BJP since 2014, the
prime minister attributed
this to the party's "patriot-
ism, political insight, and
vision of the people".

"There is a reason behind
Maharashtra's trust in the
BJP. The reason for this is
the patriotism, political
understanding and vision of
the people of Maharashtra,"
he said.

Modi hit the campaign
trail in the politically crucial
state on Friday when he
addressed two public meet-
ings in Dhule and Nashik. In
those rallies, too, the prime
minister accused the
Congress of creating rift
among communities by pit-
ting one caste against anoth-
er. 

"The sole agenda of the
Congress party is to make
one caste fight against
another. They do not want
SCs, STs and OBCs to
progress and get their due
recognition Remember, ek
hai toh safe hai," he said

Polling to 288-member
Maharashtra Assembly will
be held on November 20 and
the votes will be counted on
November 23. In 2019 elec-
tions, the BJP had become
the single largest party by
bagging 105 seats.

Minor NEET aspirant held hostage
raped for over six months in
Kanpur 2 teachers arrested
KANPUR (UP) : A minor student from Fatehpur who moved
here to prepare for her medical entrance exam NEET at a
prominent coaching institute was allegedly held hostage for
over six months and raped by two of its teachers, police
said on Saturday.

They said the ordeal began for the student in
December 2022, when she was putting up at a city hostel.
Assistant Commissioner of Police (Kalyanpur) Abhishek
Pandey said the case was registered on Friday after she
approached the Kalyanpur police station.

Both teachers -- Sahil Siddiqui, who taught biology,
and Vikas Porwal, who taught chemistry -- have been
arrested and charged with offences of rape, wrongful con-
finement, criminal intimidation and under provisions of the
Protection of Children from Sexual Offences Act (POCSO)
Act. The student was 17 years old when this happened.

Just two months ago, Siddiqui was accused of engag-
ing in obscene acts with another student at the coaching
centre and arrested. He was recently released on bail.

TRIPURA CM
EXPRESSES
CONCERN
OVER ATTACKS
ON BELIEVERS
OF SANATAN
DHARMA IN
BANGLADESH
AGARTALA : Expressing
serious concern over
attacks on the believers of
Sanatan Dharma in
Bangladesh, Tripura
Chief Minister Manik
Saha on Saturday said the
Centre as well as the state
are aware of the atroci-
ties on religious minori-
ties in the neighbouring
country.

Recently, Tipra
Motha supremo Pradyot
Kishore Manikya
Debbarma voiced con-
cern over the attacks on
minorities in Chittagong
in Bangladesh bordering
Tripura.

While addressing a
Sanatan Dharma confer-
ence in Tripura's Gomati
district, the chief minister
said, "We are aware of
the incidents of attack on
the believers of Sanatan
Dharma in Bangladesh."

He said that the
attackers should think
twice before carrying out
such attacks on them.

"There were attacks
on Sanatan Dharma in
India in the past but the
ancient religion remains
intact to date," the chief
minister said.

Criticising the
CPI(M) which ruled the
state for 35 years, Saha
alleged they had created
an atmosphere of atheism
across the state as its
leaders did not visit even
the Tripureswari temple,
one of the Shakti Peeths,
in Gomati district.

Because of their
'nastika' (atheist) mind-
set, they have become
non-entity in Tripura, the
BJP leader claimed.

"In the name of reli-
gion, they made attempts
to engineer riots in the
state. Our government
respects all religions but
will not remain silent if
anybody challenges amity
among the people of dif-
ferent faiths," he alleged.

Saha also slammed
the opposition for ques-
tioning the state's prevail-
ing law and order situa-
tion.     "Some people are
pointing fingers over the
state's law and order situ-
ation but the truth is it
has improved," the chief
minister said.

Saha also highlight-
ed how Prime Minister
Narendra Modi has devel-
oped infrastructure in
and around temples
across the country since
2014.

MUMBAI (MAHARASHTRA) :
After a row erupted over
'poll guarantees', Congress
leader Rahul Gandhi on
Saturday said that the party
had fulfilled every promise
they had made during the
elections, whether it is
Karnataka, Telangana or
Himachal Pradesh. He reiter-
ated that the INDIA alliance
will bring changes in
Maharashtra too with their
promised 'five guarantees'.

Rahul Gandhi in an attack
on the BJP-led NDA alliance
said that they are levelling
"false allegations" against
Congress for not fulfilling its
promises.

In a social media post on
X, Rahul Gandhi wrote, "In
July 2022, PM Modi misled
the country by calling
Congress's public welfare
schemes 'free revdi'. Yet they
are campaigning in every
state and the country by
pasting their slips on the
guarantees given by the
Congress - and then levelling
false allegations against the
Congress for not fulfilling its
promises. Modiji, our chal-
lenge is, come to Karnataka,
roam around and see, inves-
tigate - we have fulfilled
every promise. Congress'
schemes in Karnataka have
changed the fate of crores of
women, youth, farmers and
the poor. We have also ful-
filled promises in Telangana
and Himachal. And now in
Maharashtra too, INDIA is
going to bring big changes
with its 5 guarantees."

Referring to the five guar-
antees, Rahul Gandhi said
that these schemes will give
people the strength to fight
"BJP-induced inflation and
unemployment."

He further said that the
INDIA's five guarantees will
free every section of

Maharashtra from injustice
and provide them a way to
live with self-respect.

The tweet added, "These
schemes will give people the
strength to fight BJP-induced
inflation and unemployment
- their standard of living will
improve - their access to
good education and nutrition
will increase. I am saying
this with so much confidence
because it is tried and tested.
Today 1.21 crore women in
Karnataka are benefiting
from Congress's
Mahalakshmi scheme.
INDIA's 5 guarantees will
free every section of
Maharashtra from the
labyrinth of injustice and
provide them a way to live
with self-respect."

On November 6, Maha
Vikas Aghadi (MVA)
announced five guarantees
ahead of Maharashtra
assembly polls at a joint rally
in Mumbai.

Rahul Gandhi announced
Mahalakshmi Yojana for
women. Under this scheme,
Rs 3,000 will be given per
month to one woman in
every family. Besides, every
woman will be entitled to
free bus travel under the

scheme.
The MVA promised to

waive off all farmers' agri-
culture loans up to Rs 3
lakhs. Besides, the alliance
government will provide Rs
50,000 incentive for regular
loan repayments.

The alliance also
announced plans to carry out
caste census and promised
that it will work towards
removing the 50 percent bar
on reservations.

The MVA government will
also provide health insur-
ance of Rs 25 lakh to all fam-
ilies and essential medicines
will be provided free from
hospitals.

The fifth guarantee
includes Rs 4,000 monthly
assistance to the unemployed
youth in the state.

The Maharashtra
Assembly elections are
scheduled for November 20,
with counting for all 288 con-
stituencies set for November
23.

In the 2019 assembly
elections, the BJP won 105
seats, the Shiv Sena 56, and
the Congress 44. In 2014, the
BJP secured 122 seats, the
Shiv Sena 63, and the
Congress 42. 

NEW DELHI : Stressing the
need for "ease of justice"
as an integral part of "ease
of living", Union Minister
Arjun Ram Meghwal
praised the work of legal
services institutions on
Saturday.

The National Legal
Services Authority (NALSA)
observed Legal Services

He
emphasized the importance
of ensuring a smooth and
barrier-free process for
providing legal aid.

Justice Gavai further
acknowledged the pivotal
contribution of paralegals
and panel lawyers, calling
them the backbone of legal
services institutions. He
also shared an initiative by
the Supreme Court Legal
Services Committee, which
has increased the number
of panel lawyers to broad-
en the reach of legal serv-
ices.

Additionally, booklets
detailing NALSA's new
schemes--such as the
NALSA (Child-Friendly
Legal Services for Children)
Scheme, 2024, and the
NALSA (Legal Services to
Persons with Mental Illness
and Persons with
Intellectual Disabilities)
Scheme, 2024--were
unveiled. A training module
on the Sexual Harassment
of Women at Workplace
(Prevention, Prohibition,
and Redressal) Act, 2013,
was also launched. 

MUMBAI (MAHARASHTRA) :
In the backdrop of NCP
leader Baba Siddique's mur-
der, the Mumbai Crime
Branch has revealed that
another Pune leader was on
the radar of the Lawrence
Bishnoi gang, which was
planning to eliminate the lat-
ter and had given the respon-
sibility of carrying out the
crime through its shooters.

According to the informa-
tion received from a senior
officer of the Mumbai Crime
Branch, the investigation of
the Mumbai Crime Branch
has revealed that after the
murder of Baba Siddiqui, a
big leader of Pune was also
on the radar of the Bishnoi
gang.

"The Lawrence Bishnoi
gang was planning to kill the
Pune leader too and the
responsibility of carrying out
the crime was given to the
shooters involved in Plan B,"
said the official.

As per the official, the
matter came to light after the
Mumbai Crime Branch recov-
ered a pistol which was going
to be used to carry out the
crime.

The Crime Branch has not
disclosed the name of the
leader. After the Bishnoi
gang's plan was exposed, the
Crime Branch shared the
inputs and information with
Pune Police.

The police are also inves-
tigating whether the recce
was done by the accused in

this case or not, said the sen-
ior police officer.

The Mumbai Crime
Branch on Friday arrested a
shooter identified as Gaurav
Vilas Apune in the murder
case of Baba Siddique.

The investigation of the
Mumbai Crime Branch
revealed that Gaurav Vilas
who was involved as a shoot-
er in the Plan B made by the
Lawrence Bishnoi gang for
the murder of Baba Siddique
had gone to Jharkhand to
practice his firing.

In further interrogation,
Apune revealed that Plan B
was prepared for backup in
case Plan A failed.

Additionally, one of the
accused Rupesh Mohol
arrested earlier had also
gone to Jharkhand with
Apune to practice firing.

In further interrogation, it
was revealed that the mas-
termind of the murder,
Shubham Lonkar had sent
both Mohol and Apune for
their practice to Jharkhand
on July 28 along with neces-
sary weapons.

Both had practised their
firing for a day in Jharkhand
and returned to Pune on July
29 after which they got back
in touch with Shubham
Lonkar, as per the Mumbai
Crime Branch.

The Mumbai Crime
Branch officials are also try-
ing to locate the exact loca-
tion in Jharkhand where the
exercise was carried out.

PAPUM PARE (ARUNACHAL
PRADESH) : The Indian
Army has organised a
motorcycle expedition from
Mipi to Meshai in Arunachal
Pradesh to commemorate
the 62nd anniversary of the
battle of Walong fought dur-
ing the 1962 Indo-China
War.

The expedition was
flagged off on November 8
by Major General VS
Deshpande, General Officer
Commanding, Dao Division,
Mopi Mihu, MLA of Anini
and officials of the
Arunachal Pradesh govern-
ment. The participants in the
biking expedition include
members of the armed
forces and people from
Arunachal Pradesh.

The expedition with par-
ticipants from Armed Forces
