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Affirmative action must be strengthened as an instru-
ment of inclusion: President Murmu in I-Day address
NEW DELHI : Asserting that
social justice is the top prior-
ity of the government,
President Droupadi Murmu
on Wednesday said the spirit
of inclusion pervades every
aspect of social life in India
and "affirmative action must
be strengthened as an instru-
ment of inclusion".

Addressing the nation on
the eve of 78th Independence
Day, the President said that
tendencies which stoke dis-
cord based upon perceived
social hierarchies have to be
rejected.

She said that India has
been among the fastest-
growing major economies
with an average growth rate
of 8 percent annually from
2021 to 2024.

"This has not only put
more money in the hands of
people, it has also drastically
reduced the number of peo-
ple living below the poverty
line. As for those who contin-
ue to suffer from poverty, all
efforts are being made not
only to provide a helping
hand to them, but also to
bring them out of it," she
said.The President noted that
PM Garib Kalyan Anna
Yojana, launched in the initial
phase of Covid-19, continues
to provide free ration to
about 80 crore people, which
also ensures that those who
have recently come out of

poverty are not forced back
into it.She said India has
become the fifth-largest
economy in the world and is
poised to become one of the
top three economies soon.

"This has been made pos-
sible only by tireless hard
work of farmers and work-
ers, by the farsightedness of
planners and wealth-cre-
ators, and by the visionary
leadership. Farmers, our
Annadata, have ensured that
agricultural production con-

tinues to beat expectations.
With this, they have con-
tributed immensely to mak-
ing India self-reliant in agri-
culture and feed our people."

The President said infra-
structure has received a
boost in recent years and
strategic planning and effec-
tive institutions have helped
expand the network of roads
and highways, railways as
well as ports.

"Considering the great
potential of futuristic technol-

ogy, the Government has vig-
orously promoted a range of
sectors, such as semiconduc-
tors and Artificial
Intelligence, while also creat-
ing an ideal ecosystem for
startups which will propel
their growth. It has made
India an even more attractive
investment destination," she
said."With greater trans-
parency, the banking and
financial sector has become
much more efficient. All of
these factors have set the

stage for the next genera-
tion of economic reforms
and economic growth that
will catapult India among
the developed nations," she
added.The President said
that rapid but equitable
progress has given India a
higher stature in global
affairs."After the successful
completion of its G-20
Presidency, India has con-
solidated its role as the
voice of the Global South.
India intends to use its
influential position to
expand the scope of world
peace and prosperity," she
said.Recalling the words of
BR Ambekdar about the
need of making country's
political democracy a social
democracy also, she said
the steady progress of
"political democracy testi-
fies to the progress made
towards the consolidation of
social democracy"."The
spirit of inclusion pervades
every aspect of our social
life. We move together as a
cohesive nation with our
diversity and plurality.
Affirmative action must be
strengthened as an instru-
ment of inclusion. I firmly
believe that in a vast coun-
try like ours, tendencies
that stoke discord based
upon perceived social hier-
archies have to be reject-
ed," she said."Social justice

is a top priority of the
Government, and it has
taken a number of unprece-
dented initiatives for the
welfare of the Scheduled
Castes, Scheduled Tribes
and other marginalised sec-
tions of society," she added.

There is provision of
reservation for Scheduled
Castes, Scheduled Tribes
and Other Backward
Classes in government jobs.
There is also a provision of
reservation for weaker sec-
tions in government-funded
higher education institu-
tions. The President said
that Pradhan Mantri
Samajik Utthan evam
Rozgar Adharit Jankalyan
(PM-SURAJ) aims to provide
direct financial assistance
to the people from the mar-
ginalised communities and
Pradhan Mantri Janjati
Adivasi Nyaya Maha
Abhiyan has taken the form
of a mass campaign for crit-
ical interventions to
improve socio-economic
conditions of Particularly
Vulnerable Tribal Groups.

She said that National
Action for Mechanized
Sanitation Ecosystem or the
NAMASTE scheme will
ensure that no sanitation
workers will have to manu-
ally engage in the haz-
ardous task of sewer and
septic tank cleaning.

Association has sought a 360-
degree probe into the inter-
national conspiracy angle
behind the Hindenburg
report.

While talking to media-
persons, AIBA Chairman and
Senior Advocate Dr Adish C.
Aggarwala, Chairman of the
All India Bar Association
(AIBA) urged the Indian gov-
ernment to initiate a 360-
degree investigation into the
alleged international conspir-
acy behind the latest
Hindenburg report.

Dr. Adish C. Aggarwala,
who is also the immediate
past President of the
Supreme Court Bar
Association (SCBA) calls for a
comprehensive investigation
to address concerns regard-
ing the Hindenburg report's
credibility and its potential
impact.

Dr. Adish C. Aggarwala,
who has been Vice-Chairman
of Bar Council of India stated
that the Hindenburg report is
part of an intentional effort
by India's enemies to damage
India's growing economy. Dr
Aggarwala further stated
that India is experiencing
economic growth and stabili-
ty, in contrast to its neigh-
bouring countries, which are
grappling with economic dif-
ficulties and civil unrest.

Dr Adish C. Aggarwala
also stated that the
Hindenburg report might be
part of a strategy by enemy
countries to target both the
current Union government
and major business enter-
prises in India.

The Hindenburg report
was released with malicious
intent to damage the Indian
economy and the report was
crafted to undermine confi-

dence in India's financial sys-
tem and harm its economic
interests, stated AIBA
Chairman. Gautam Adani, a
prominent Indian business-
man with interests across
multiple sectors, has faced
significant losses in the stock
market due to the
Hindenburg report. This
downturn has not only affect-
ed his business empire but
has also had a broader
impact on the Indian econo-
my, said Dr Adish C
Aggarwala.

Dr. Adish C. Aggarwala
further added that he sees no
merit in Hindenburg's latest
allegations against SEBI
Chairperson Madhabi Puri
Buch and her husband,
Dhaval Buch. He dismissed
these claims as lacking sub-
stance.

Senior Advocate Dr Adish
Aggarwala also stated that
Hindenburg, as an entity,
lacks credibility, particularly
when its reports are seen as
potentially biased or lacking
substantiation.

Dr. Adish C. Aggarwala
stated that if the Hindenburg
reports contained concrete
details, they should have
been taken to court. He also
stated that the Supreme
Court had previously found
no merit in the Hindenburg
report, implying that the alle-
gations lacked substantive
evidence.

Hindenburg's reports
have created significant con-
troversy in India on two occa-
sions. The first was last year
when it made allegations
about the Adani Group, lead-
ing to a substantial drop in
Adani's stock prices. More
recently, Hindenburg claimed
that the Securities and
Exchange Board.

He said that his aim is to
provide facilities to the peo-
ple of Delhi and for that, he
will have to contest elections.

"In the last 17 months, my
love has
grown more
for the people
of Delhi and

the country. I have no desire
for any post. I have only one
wish that the people of Delhi
should get a good education.
People should get good hospi-
tals. The public transport sys-
tem, which has improved,
should be improved further.
To fulfil these wishes, con-
testing elections is necessary,
so I will contest the elec-
tions," Sisodia said.

On the Supreme Court's
hearing in Arvind Kejriwal's
bail plea on August 23, the
AAP leader said that he has
full faith in the Constitution
and that a very good decision
will come in Kejriwal's case
also."I have faith in the
Constitution, and there is a
system in it that, whenever
any dictatorial government
puts opposition leaders in jail
by imposing the same
Sections that are imposed on
terrorists, the Constitution
will protect them.

Manish Sisodia also took a
dig at the BJP, saying that
their conspiracy has failed to
put him in jail till the Delhi
Assembly Polls.

Wayanad landslide: Burst of rain-
fall 10 pc heavier due to climate
change, says study
NEW DELHI : The landslides that killed hundreds of people in
Kerala's Wayanad were triggered by a burst of rainfall that was
made about 10 per cent heavier by human-caused climate change,
a study has found. The study by World Weather Attribution
(WWA), an international group of researchers, found that the
excessive rainfall in the early hours of July 30 that triggered the
landslides was a "once in a-50-year event". The study highlights
the need for rigorous assessments of landslide risk and improved
early warning in hillside regions of northern Kerala to prevent
repeat landslide disasters.The study was conducted by 24
researchers as part of the World Weather Attribution group,
including scientists from universities and meteorological agencies
in India, Malaysia, the United States, Sweden, the Netherlands,
and the United Kingdom.
